
 

Advanced Placement Recognitions 
 
AP awards and recognitions are academic distinctions that students can include on their résumés 
and college applications.  Most AP awards are listed in AP score reports sent to colleges.  Students 
earn AP Scholar Awards through their performance on AP Exams.  Additionally, TCCHS offers the AP 
Capstone awards which are earned through a combination of AP courses and exam scores.   
 
Advanced Placement Scholar​ - granted to students who receive scores of 3 or higher on three or 
more AP Exams. 
 
Advanced Placement Scholar with Honor ​ - granted to  students who receive an average score of at 
least 3.25 on all AP Exams taken, ​and​ scores of 3 or higher on four or more of these exams. 
 
Advanced Placement Scholar with Distinction ​ - Granted to students who receive an average score of 
at least 3.5 on all AP Exams taken, ​and​ scores of 3 or higher on five or more of these exams. 
 
TCCHS Advanced Placement National Scholar ​ - Granted by the school to students who receive an 
average score of at least 4 on all AP Exams taken, ​and​ scores of 4 or higher on eight or more of these 
exams.
