TEXT: A Nation Conceived in Liberty: US History for the Georgia EOC Assessment Author- Mark Jarrett, Ph.D.
The text will be provided to the student and should be brought to class daily. The text is consumable and students will be
expected to to write in their copy throughout the year. If a replacement copy is needed, the cost is $16.00.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: The main purpose of this course is to provide students with a comprehensive survey of American
History that will help them understand their own era. The course will show the continuity of History, the sweeping forces that
shaped events and influences of each era upon succeeding times.

GRADING POLICY: 50%0 Assessments/Projects
40% Classwork
10% Benchmark Exam

GEORGIA MILESTONE- It is important that all students and parents understand that the State of Georgia requires all U.S.
History students to take a Georgia Milestone Exam in U.S. History. This test will count 20% of the student’s final grade. All
U.S. History students will take the Georgia EOC Milestone May 11, 2022. Because the test is given at the end of the year, it is
very important that the student work as hard as possible in class on all class assignments throughout the year.
Ex. Student receives a 70% for a final average for the year (four markings period average) this equals 80% of his/her
grade. (70 x.8=56%)
Student takes milestone and receives a 40%, this will be 20% of the student’s grade (40 x .2=8%) This student’s
Grade would be failing with 56+8=64%

3rd Qtr Emerging World Leader Chapters 11-16 (Standards 14-20)

4th Qtr Modern World Chapters 17-19 (Standards 21-23 & Review)

The WAY We Learn Collaboratively

Interactive learning is a vital part of this classroom. Students will receive a daily grade for discussion and collaboration each
quarter. Five points will be taken from the total daily grade for each off-task infraction. (I reserve the right to substitute this
grade for the lowest daily grade in Infinite Campus.)

Assignments

Students are required to bring their Chromebook and textbook to class each day. Each student should provide a 3-prong folder
with pockets to keep in the classroom. Please have supplies ready to use at the beginning of class. We start work on the first
day of school! Students should enter class quickly, pick up their folder and quietly have a seat to complete the bell ringer. All
homework and assignments should be completed by the deadline. | do not accept late work. If you need to contact me
through email, please include the class period, the date, and the title of the assignment you need to discuss.
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Makeup/Missing Work for Absent Students

As stated in the Parent Student Handbook, all work must be made up within five days upon return to school. If a student is
absent, he/she should check Google Classroom and complete the assignment. Five points per day will be taken off for late

work which will only be accepted for 5 days after an absence. If a student is absent on a test day, the test must be made up
before or after school the day they return. No late work will be accepted by students who were present for the assignment.
Complete work immediately as assigned.

Group Work

Groups are assigned by the teacher only and will be for the term of an assignment. Group Work is an important part of the
learning experience and students will need to learn to work together. However, each group member is responsible for their
own work.

Class Discussion

Class discussion is a vital part of learning. However, discussions only work if we respect one another and allow each person to
talk without interruptions. Signal if you have a comment or question and wait to be recognized by the leader before speaking.
Write down your questions so you will remember them when recognized. The teacher is the discussion leader unless
otherwise noted. You may earn bonus points for answering questions correctly!

Class Time

Attendance is vital to learning. Protecting class time is very important. Make every effort to arrive on time and stay in class
for the whole period. Students will receive 6 bathroom/water passes per quarter. They must present them for a signature
once they receive permission to leave the room. If they use all their passes, they may still use the restroom, but will be
assigned detention to make up for the missed timein class. Do notinterrupt class to ask to leave the room. Wait until notes
or instructions are over. | reserve the right to refuse this privilege if abused. Each tardy will result in detention, after 5 tardies
adiscipline referral will be made. 1dismiss the class, not the bell. Before dismissal, you must be in your seat and the area
around your desk must be clean.
